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Storm brewing in art v digital debate

The ‘digital photography is not real art’ debate is fading dramatically with mixed media artists like Sue Jardin promoting the amazing advancements in digital printing via her latest solo exhibition, Allure, opening at Storm Gallery on 16 June.  

Sue Jardin has captured the erotic qualities of flowers and their lifecycle via 30 stunningly sensual and intensely vibrant digital prints, exhibited for the first time.  

Sue’s images were created solely in the camera (ie. not photo-shopped) to capture the instant energy of the flowers.

“The more I’ve learnt to photoshop, the more I’ve gone back to working within the camera because it makes me work harder,” says Sue. “When you bring an image back to the computer, it just doesn’t have the same energy as when it’s shot first go.”

Sue’s photographs were printed on Hahnemuhle watercolour paper at Storm Imaging in Surry Hills, which houses Storm Gallery, to give a velvet textured finish. 

“I really love the surface qualities that you can get from digital printing. I don’t think people are aware of the quality of digital printing now and the range of papers and inks on offer,” says Sue. “The digital versus art debate is no longer valid.” 

Sue works closely with Cam Neville from Storm Imaging who has extensive experience in the area of fine art digital printing, in an artist/master printer relationship, to ensure the best production of Sue’s concepts.
Storm Imaging’s unique black and white printing system has attracted an impressive client-base, including the likes of artist Reg Mombassa, photographers Lewis Morley and Eric Sierins, and the State Library of NSW. 

Allure (16 June to 12 July) is the third show to open at Storm Gallery’s new location on 2/65-67 Foveaux Street in Surry Hills. This exciting ‘loft style’ gallery provides a trendy and affordable space for emerging and established photographers to showcase their work. 

Sue Jardin will give a free gallery talk on Saturday 21 June at 2pm. All photographs are for sale.
