Sex sells, even in the garden!

Prom queen, trailer trash and sporty type are exposed in all their floral glory when Allure opens at Storm Gallery in Surry Hills on 16 June 2008.

Artist Sue Jardin has captured the erotic qualities of flowers and their lifecycle via 30 stunning and intensely colourful digital photographs, exhibited for the first time.  

“I’m fascinated by the renewal process a plant undergoes – sex, death, birth - and the overt and covert almost human-like strategies they use to attract,” says Sue.

In Prom queen, the pure white magnolia is virgin-like early in its cycle, formally announcing that she is ready for suitors. But by the end of its cycle, the magnolia turns into Trailer trash and blatantly broadcasts itself open for business.

The mauve Phalaenopsis orchid in Open invitation is exactly that, lowering ‘its bits’ down for all the insects to fly into.  

“I’m not trying to use sex to be popular by calling an orchid a slut, but you can’t ignore the very human-like sexual processes that plants use to attract givers and receivers of pollen,” says Sue.
Sue’s images were created solely in the camera (ie. not photo-shopped) to capture the instant energy of the flowers, and printed on Hahnemuhle water colour paper at Storm Imaging to give a velvet textured finish.  

“I really love the surface qualities that you can get from digital printing. I don’t think people are aware of the quality of digital printing now and the range of papers and inks on offer,” says Sue.

Sue works closely with Cam Neville from Storm Imaging who has extensive experience in the area of fine art digital printing in an artist/master printer relationship to ensure the best production of Sue’s concepts.
Sue Jardin will be giving a free gallery talk on Saturday 21 June at 2pm.
